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Entertainment
Falconry Services

Darren Hollis will present two sessions of falconry displays on behalf
of Falconry Services.  A variety of birds of prey will take part, in
routines such as flying to a lure simulating their instinctive behaviour
when bearing down on their prey.  Members of the audience will be
encouraged to assist during the demonstrations.  In between the
demonstrations a static display of the birds can be seen outside the
main arena.

The local Kick •n‘ Rush Comedy Skiffle Band formed in 1980, but the
origins of the band began to take shape much earlier under the name of
Maun Valley Ramblers during the sixties, followed by The Shambles
in the seventies.

Sullivan‘s Sword

Sullivan‘s Sword will perform a selection of traditional English long-
sword dances including Sleights, Helmsley and Escrick.  These dances
originate in Yorkshire and feature rigid •swords‘ made from steel or
wood, which are woven together by the dancers in intricate figures
accompanied by music played on the accordion, whistle and fiddle.

Sullivan‘s Sword will perform at 12.20pm in the Red Lion car park,
and at 2.15pm on the Maypole Green

Miraiker Battey‘s Punch and Judy Show

Miraiker Battey will entertain the children with her traditional Punch
and Judy Shows. An action-packed story follows the antics of Mr
Punch, Judy and the baby, Joey the clown, the policeman and the
sausage-eating crocodile, plus many more characters.  Miraiker has
carved the Punch and Judy figures from English lime and dressed and
painted them herself.

The Punch and Judy Shows will take place in or near the small
marquee opposite the Maypole Green at 1.10pm and 1.40pm

Heartsease Country Dancers

Visiting Maypole Day for the first time, Heartsease will perform 17th
century country dances, dating from 1651 or later, in country costume.
This newly formed group will encourage audience participation.

Heartsease will perform in the Red Lion car park at 1.10pm and 4.00pm
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The •Wellow Jack‘ is born!

On Maypole Day 2009 a character of myth and history comes to life in
Wellow on this cultural day of traditional English celebration.

As a symbol of our community spirit, the village has created its own
Green Man who will take part in the May Day festivities.

In time honoured tradition, as the summer sun returns, the •Wellow
Jack‘ will be brought to life by a local lad, complete with attendant
•Bogies‘. They will join the May Queen‘s procession from the church
to the village green for her crowning ceremony and the maypole
dancing.

In these days of climate change and increasing fragility of life cycles,
Wellow Jack has a very real and important message for us today. His
presence reminds us of our collective duty to take care of the land
upon which we live, this land which is our home. 

The Sherwood Forest Trust has worked with
villagers of Wellow to enhance this traditional
English custom as a celebration of local identity
and as a message of environmental awareness.
